1. IN ATTENDANCE: KAREN ABOWD, RAY SALIGALAURA FITZSIMMONS, BRENDA SCHMIDT, JOANNE SKELLY, PAM GRABER, MARK LOPICCOLO, MARK KORINEK, JO KILPATRICK

2. TREASURER’S REPORT: JANETTE HAD CLASS SO KAREN RECAPPED THAT WE GROSSED $18,000 FROM THE CELEBRITY CHEF DINNER AND NETTED AFTER EXPENSES AND WITH DINNER SPONSORSHIPS APPROXIMATELY $14,000. JUNE WAS OUT OF TOWN SO KAREN REPORTED THAT SEVERAL BRICK SPONSORSHIPS HAD BEEN RECEIVED AND JUNE ON HER RETURN WAS PURSUEING THOSE WHO EXPRESSED INTEREST AT THE DINNER EVENT. KAREN DISCUSSED THE VINE/LEAF SPONSORSHIP OPPORTUNITY THAT WOULD BE AVAILABLE IN JULY AT THE BENEFIT CONCERT. KAREN SHOWED A ROUGH SKETCH AND SAID SHE WOULD DO A SCALED DRAWING AND MARK LOPICCOLO WOULD FABRICATE OUT OF METAL. THE COST OF THE LEAVES INCLUDING CLAY, GLAZES AND FIRING WAS $.80/LB. SO LARGE LEAVES@ 2 LBS=$1.60, 1.75# LEAVES=$1.60, 1.25# LEAVES =$1.00 AND 1# LEAVES= $.80. $25 STUDENT SPONSORSHIPS WOULD BE OFFERED AND THEN $500 AND UP SPONSORSHIPS WITH AMOUNTS TO BE DETERMINED BY THE GREENHOUSE BOARD. THE GROUP PREFERRED THE DARKER LETTERING. RAY REPORTED THAT GRANTS HAD BEEN APPLIED FOR BUT DID NOT KNOW STATUS.
3. CONSTRUCTION UPDATE: WAS GIVEN BY MARK LOPICCOLO. HE STATED THAT POWER WAS THE LAST ISSUE AND THAT WE SHOULD HAVE CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY BY THE END OF NEXT WEEK, CORY FROM MOUNTAIN MASONARY WOULD DO THE BLOCK WORK AROUND THE GARBAGE ENCLOSURE AND THE SCHOOL DISTRICT DONATED THE BLOCK AND MARK KORINECK’S SCHOOL DISTRICT BUDGET WOULD PAY $1,000 FOR THE ELECTRICAL AND WOULD ALOS PAY FOR A LIGHT WITH MOTION DETECTOR TO ILLUMINATE TGP GROUNDS. THE ARTISTIC FENCE ADD FOR THE GATES WOULD BE $3,000. LAURA FITZSIMMONS VOLUNTEERED TO DEAL DIRECTLY WITH STEPHANIE TYLER FROM AT&T ON THE PHONE LINE AND MARK AGREED TO EMAIL HER THE DETAILS OF WHAT WAS NEEDED. KAREN SAID SHE WOULD PAY FOR AND PICK UP THE PAINT FOR THE BATHROOMS AND TAYLORMADE DRYWALL VOLUNTEERED TO DO THE PAINTING SO THE ACTION GROUP DID NOT HAVE TO MEET ON SUNDAY FOR PAINTING. RICK FROM SUNDANCE TILE WAS DONATING THE TILE LABOR FOR THE BATHROOMS AND TILE COST FOR MATERIAL WAS $419 PLUS GROUT. FRP BOARD WOULD GO ON WALLS NEXT WEEK AND PLUMBER WOULD FINISH UP. MARK SAID JESSE FROM SIERRA NEVADA ELECTRIC DONATED A LOT OF HOURS ON ELECTRICAL. TRAVIS WAS WORKING ON THE GREENHOUSE MONITORING SYSTEM. MARK WOULD MOVE THE BOULDER AND MOUNT THE PLAQUE TO IT.

4. RIBBON CUTTING CEREMONY: KAREN SAID SHE HAD CONTACTED PAT HOUHILAN FROM CHS BUT HAD NOT HEARD BACK AND MARK KORINEK SAID HE WOULD RECONTACT HIM AS HIS WIFE WAS IN THE HOSPITAL. KAREN REPORTED THAT LINDA MARRONE VOLUNTEERED TO DO THE FOOD AND WAS PLANNING FOR 100. PAM GRABER VOLUNTEERED TO DO THE PROGRAM AND KAREN WOULD WORK WITH HER. KAREN SAID SHE WOULD EMAIL RICHARD STOKES AND MAYOR BOB CROWELL ABOUT SAYING A FEW WORDS AT THE EVENT.
5. FLOWER  BASKET SPONSORSHIPS: BRENDA REPORTED THAT WE HAD 24 BASKETS SPONSORED SO FAR WITH 37 MORE SPONSORSHIPS NEEDED. SHE WOULD RECONTACT PREVIOUS SPONSORS NEXT WEEK.
KAREN SAID THE BANNER WOULD GO UP AT THE END OF DECEMBER.

ALL BASKETS WOULD BE PLANTED IN LIEU OF LATE SPONSORSHIPS.

SIGNAGE KAREN WOULD PICK UP FROM EVA CHAWLISZ AT THE BRIC.

6. OTHER BUSINESS: RAY REPORTED THAT MICHELE LEWIS WOULD MONITOR THE GREENHOUSE WHILE HE WAS ON VACATION. HE REPORTED HE WAS DEVELOPING A CALENDAR FOR VOLUNTEERS AND CLASSES. JOANNE SKELLY WOULD POST THE EMPLOYMENT AD IMMEDIATELY AND SEND A PROOF FOR APPROVAL TO JENNY SCANLAND, JANETTE BLOOM AND KAREN ABOWD PRIOR TO POSTING.

KAREN REPORTED THAT THE SHADE TREE COUNCIL WAS CONSIDERING AT THEIR NEXT MEETING  DONATING DWARF FRUIT TREES TO TGP. THE ACTION GROUP FELT THAT THE TREES SHOULD BE PLANTED BY THE TENNIS COURTS AND MARK L SAID WATER WAS NOT A PROBLEM THERE.
